Another Bumper Confirmation Service at Forest Church Drybrook!
The Forest Church at Drybrook was once again filled to capacity last Sunday for the benefice of Drybrook, Lydbrook and Ruardean's annual Confirmation Service. The service was taken by the Rt Revd John Went, the Bishop of Tewkesbury in one of his last services in the Forest before he retires next March. 16 candidates from age 10 to the 'upper seventies' were confirmed by the Bishop in a moving and emotional service in front of sponsors, family members and friends. In one highlight of the service, three people gave very personal testimonies of what the Christian faith means to them to a packed congregation of around 200 people. All the candidates then confirmed that they wished to follow the Christian faith and repeated the promsies made for them when they were christened, this time for themselves. 80 adults and young people have now been confirmed at Drybrook, Lydbrook and Ruardean churches since 2007. Rector Nick Bromfield said: "We are delighted that members of our churches want to be confirmed and I am very grateful to my clergy colleagues and local ministry team members for all their help in preparing our candidates. It's been a real combined effort." A further two members of Forest Church were formally received into the Church of England by Bishop John.
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
